Golf and Safari - Self Drive Tour

To assist those unfamiliar with South Africa, we have designed a typical golf tour, which
incorporates the most popular courses and introduces the golfer to some of the best scenery
and game viewing in the country.

Day 1

You are met at Cape Town International Airport and
assisted with the collection of your rental car. This package
includes a group D vehicle (Super cover - Toyota Yaris T3
or similar). You will self-drive to the Cape Grace Hotel.
Accommodation is on a bed and breakfast basis for 4
nights.

Grace is a luxurious retreat set on its own private quay on
the vibrant Victoria & Alfred Waterfront. Cape Grace’s
charm lies in its intimate atmosphere, stylish décor and
unique personalized hospitality.

Day 5

Return the rental vehicle to Cape Town Airport.
Depart on the scheduled flight from Cape Town to
George. On arrival collect your Group D rental vehicle
from the Budget Car Rental counter and self-drive to
the Fancourt Hotel & Country Club where you will
stay for 3 nights on a bed and breakfast basis. In the
afternoon play a round of golf at one of Fancourt's
famous courses.

Fancourt Hotel & Country Club, situated in the
heart of the Garden route, is set in 515 hectares of
lush countryside with the Outeniqua Mountains as a
backdrop. Fancourt is a combination of old world
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charm and contemporary luxury. Fancourt is famous for its four 18-hole Gary Player designed
championship golf courses.

Day 8

Self-drive back to George Airport and return the rental vehicle. Depart on the scheduled
flight from George to Johannesburg. You will be met by a Tintswalo at Waterfall
representative for your road transfer to the hotel, where you will spend the night on a bed and
breakfast basis.

Tintswalo at Waterfall is a small intimate hotel,
positioned within the Waterfall Country &
Equestrian Estate, a 200 hectare secure country
estate less than 10 minutes drive north of the
Sandton CBD. It is designed as a typical barn, with
thick stone clad walls, double volume spaces and
heavy bolted timber roof trusses. The 16 luxury
rooms look out over the pristine polo fields, the
estate dam and have superb views of the distant
Magaliesberg Mountains and surrounding
countryside.
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Day 9

A Tintswalo representative will transfer by road to OR Tambo Airport for your light aircraft
transfer to Savanna Tented Safari Lodge, where you will spend 2 nights with all meals and
daily gave activities included.

Savanna Lodge is situated in the western sector of the game-rich Sabi Sand Reserve, bordering
the Kruger National Park. There are 3 executive suites, 4 luxury suites and the Savanna Suites.
Each suite has its own indigenous garden

area, and air-conditioning, plus en suite

bathrooms. The central facilities include a

lounge and dining room built under thatch

with views of the beautiful and a few metres

further, the waterhole. Guests enjoy a

traditional meal in the open air “boma”

which overlooks a floodlit waterhole. Savanna

Tented Camp has traversing rights to over

10,000 hectares of bushveld. Early morning,

late afternoon and evening game drives are

led by professional game rangers. Daily trips

to a Shangaan Village are also offered for an

additional cost.

Day 11

Road transfer from Savanna Tented Safari Lodge to Londolozi Varty Camp in time for a
game drive. Accommodation is for 2 nights on a fully inclusive basis, including all meals, game
activities and local drinks.

Londolozi Private Game Reserve is
famous for its leopard sightings. Londolozi
Varty Camp is built in a thickly forested
riverine environment and offers a dining
area with views of the Sand River and an
outdoor “boma” where Pan-African cuisine
is served. Activities centre around twice
daily game drives in open vehicles under
the guidance of skilled rangers and
trackers. Bird watching and guided bush
walks are also offered and there are
excellent photographic opportunities.

Day 12
Spend the day enjoying the game activities.

Day 13
Transfer by air charter from Londolozi Varty Camp to Johannesburg.
